
glue

Supplies:
Sand paper
Hand saw
4 planks of 2” by 2” wood

Drill with phillips and drill bits
Staple gun
4 screws
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Saw wood to desired length. Sand ends of wood. Apply polyurethane to keep 
the wood from warping 
when wet.

Apply glue to the end of 
one plank.
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each other and drill them, 
as pictured above, in order to 
make screwing them easier.

Switch the bit to the Phillips 
head screw driver.

Screw in a screws 
as pictured above.

Once you have completed all 
four sides. Place screen fab-
ric on the frame and staple 
the middle of any plank as 
seen above.

Pull on the opposite side 
and staple the middle of 
that plank.

There is an order to stretch-
ing a screen. If you want 
your screen taught this is the 
best order to do it. 

Continue pattern described 
in previous step  until all 
sides are covered well. 

There are several ways orient 
the staples in the screen. 
Some alternate from diagnol 
to parallel orientation others 
using only a parallel stapling.
